Worries about the economic impact of the disaster triggered a plunge that hit all sectors. The
broader Topix index was down more than percent. Shares of several major companies were
overwhelmed with sell orders and had yet to trade.

Among those, the Tokyo Electric Power Co. was set to fall by double digits as it faced power
shortages and second hydrogen explosion at a nuclear reactor Monday, sending a massive
column of smoke into the air and wounding six workers. Toyoia Motor Corp., the world's biggest
automaker, tumbled 7.4 percent.

The Bank of Japan moved quickly to try to keep financial markets stable. By flooding the
banking system with cash, it hopes banks will continue lending money and meet the likely surge
in demand for post-earthquake funds. Central bankers were gathered Monday for a one-day
policy board meeting.

As aresult, U5 District Judge John E. Jones lll rejected counterclaims by the oil
and gas companies asking that the five-year leases be extended by two years in
order to restore the time lost during the litigation.

In his 11-page opinion in Lauchle vs. Keeton Group, Jones predicted that the
Pennsylvania Supreme Court would not apply the doctrine of repudiation to hold
that lessors who unsuccessfully challenge a lease in court must be ordered to
extend the lease for its limbo period.

"Deeming these leases to have been repudiated under the circumstances of this
case is both bad law and even worse public policy,” Judge Jones wrote.

The ruling comes in three consolidated suits in which landowners claimed their
leases were invalid under the state's Guaranteed Minimum Royalty Act.

Judge Jones delayed the three cases in 2009 to await a state Supreme Court
ruling in Kilmer v. Elexco Land Service Inc.

Last March, the justices held in Kilmer that the valuation point under the GMRA
was the wellhead and that a lease could calculate the wellhead using the "net
back” method.




French PM extends ban on shale gas, oil drilling Mar 16, 2011

PARIS, Mar. 16 — Faced with increasing protests from environmentalists and residents near proposed well sites, French
