Steel Pipe Basic Education Course

(Deadline to register is September 29, 2008)
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The NASPD will be conducting a Steel Pipe Basic Education Course on October 27-28, 2008.   This is an opportunity to get a great overview of the industry in a short period of time.  All participants will receive either a "Certificate of Attendance" or a "Certificate of Competency".  Competency will be measured by an exam given at the end of the second day. In addition to the material found in the NASPD Training Manual, experts in each of the various fields will contribute their knowledge and experience to enhance the program.   The course is only available to NASPD members, students and individuals in related technical fields (i.e. engineers) who are not employed by companies that would otherwise qualify for membership.
The cost of the program is $600 for members and $750 for non-members (steel pipe distributors and mills who qualify for membership but are not members cannot attend).  This price includes a $100 Training Manual, $35 Tubular Products Manual, breakfast, networking reception, and snacks.  Below you will find the program. 
Our Leadership Development Committee also invites members who are new to the industry that are not participating in the Basic Education Course to attend the reception Monday, to meet others that are developing their knowledge of the industry.  The presenters from our program will be available to answer specific questions about their area of expertise.  It is a great chance for networking and knowledge building.
